ENGLISH GCSE English Language: 
 Read a wide variety of different text types, fiction and non-fiction, 

looking at texts from various periods in history. Look at smaller 
chunks of text and think about how language has been used.  

 Revise knowledge of punctuation and grammar. There are many 
online resources to help with this.  
 

GCSE English Literature: 
 Read the texts being studied in class multiple times. A closed book 

exam means the students need to know the texts intimately from 
memory. 

 Learn key quotes-although the quotes don’t need to be direct, being 
able to refer to the text/paraphrase is beneficial in the exam. Identify 
the main themes of each of the texts and find areas of the text that 
can be referred to support points.  

 Secure knowledge of terminology. Students will have encountered 
many ‘English’ terms over the course of their studies and they must 
be able to use them when writing about the texts.  

 Poetry-students study the conflict cluster from the Anthology. Do 
some research into the conflicts talked about in the poems to develop 
a deeper contextual understanding.
